Who Geocaches?

People from all age groups can
participate in geocaching,
including individuals, families with
children, students, adults

and retirees.

Each geocache listing has a
difficulty and ferrain rating. A 1/1

is easiest, a 5/5 the most difficult.
This allows participants to seek out
geocaches suitable for their ability
and fitness levels.
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What do you need
fo go geocaching?

* A GPS device or GPS-enabled
mobile phone

*Intfernet access through a computer
or mobile device

* Geocaching.com Membership
(Basic Membership is free,
Premium Membership is US
$3 per month or US $30 per year)
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There are geocaches on every
continent, from Antarctica to North
America.They may be at your
local park, the end of a long hike,
underwater, or on the side of a
city street.There are currently over
one million geocaches worldwide.
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Because geocaching...

...Is a great way to explore locations near and
far; people often hide geocaches in places of
historical inferest or great natural beauty that you
would never have discovered were it not for the
geocache there!

...brings friends and family together to enjoy the
outdoors.

...can be quite challenging; geocaches are
often very cleverly hidden.

...makes other outdoor activities, such as hiking,
biking or boating, even more enjoyable.
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When can you
Geocache?

Most geocaches are available
all year round, though access to
a cache may be limited by
weather conditions, park entry
hours or other factors.

Some geocaches, known as
"night caches,” are meant fo be
accessed only at nighttime, when
clues invisible in the daytime
become evident.

Geocache containers come in all shapes and sizes.
They are often quite cleverly camouflaged.
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What's in a geocache?
The “freasure”

All caches contain a logbook
or logsheet for participants to
sign. Larger containers can
also contain items for tfrade,
usually toys or trinkets of little
monetary value.These are the
“treasure.”

You are welcome to take an
item from the cache as long as
you leave something of equal
or greater value in its place so
that there’s something there for
the next geocacher to find.
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A Travel Bug® is a Trackable
item that geocachers move
from place to place. Each
Travel Bug has its own page
on Geocaching.com where
you can read its goal, frack its
progress and add your

own story.

Geocoins are Trackables

with custom designs. Like
Travel Bugs, each Geocoin
has its own page on
Geocaching.com and should
be moved from geocache fo
geocache when found.

The Travel Bug Backpacker
consists of a trackable lid

that attaches to a 35mm film
canister so that owners can
include a logsheet, a
description of the Backpacker’s
goal or other small items in

the container.
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
